General Description

NAVAIR FMS Reserve Material

    An FMS Reserve was established to allow the retention of government-owned material in order to ensure a follow-on material support to potential FMS customers.  Cost recovery on material sales from the FMS Reserve are processed into the Total Asset Visibility (TAV) account administered by the FMS Reserve program office.  The FMS Reserve Business Rules of May 2002 provide in-depth procedures for the operation of the FMS Reserve and pricing of material.

    The FMS Reserve Program Office, 1.4, is located at NAWCAD Lakehurst, NJ.  The NAVAIR FMS Reserve Board consisting of AIR-1.4, AIR-3.0F, and AIR-3.5 provides oversight of the program and resolves policy issues when required.  AIR-3.5.3 provides operating expense authority for the FMS Reserve as well as the development of NAVAIR SOM/TAV policy.

    In meeting requirements for the unique accountability practices with regard to the movement of FMS Reserve material into/out of AIR-3.5.3 managed storage warehouses, the following procedures will be followed:

1. All shipments of FMS Reserve material to AIR-3.5.3 managed warehouses require approval of the FMS Reserve Program Manager (PM) at the Naval Air Warfare Center Aircraft Division (NAWCAD) Lakehurst (See POC Listing for contact information).  The FMS Reserve PM will coordinate with the AIR-3.5.3 Site Sponsor Owned Material (SOM) Team Lead to identify the warehouse where the material will be shipped.

2. Customers or custodians of FMS Reserve material, who desire storage of such material, will contact and provide, at a minimum, the following information to the FMS Reserve PM for identification of an appropriate warehouse for its storage:

a. Program/general description of material

b. Location from where the material will be shipped

c. Estimated shipping/receiving date

d. Estimate of material (cubic measure, weight)

e. Line Item Listing

f. Estimated value of material per line item

3. Shipments of FMS Reserve material received at AIR-3.5.3 managed warehouses, without prior approval/authorization of the FMS Reserve PM or AIR-3.5.3 Site SOM Team Lead, will be rejected and returned to the sender. If such situations occur, warehouse team personnel will contact the AIR-3.5.3 Site SOM Team Lead regarding the shipment prior to its return to the sender.

4. All issues/shipments of FMS Reserve material from AIR-3.5.3 managed warehouses are controlled through the requisitioning process.  Naval Inventory Control Point (NICP) supply support sales will be approved by AIR-1.4 and FMS case requisition sales will be approved by the FMS Reserve PM.
